Important Information

Registration

Rehearsal & Pasta Dinner

We will convene for rehearsal at 4:30 PM in the Leighton Concert Hall in the DPAC on
Friday. After the rehearsal, there will be an optional pasta dinner in the Eck Visitors
Center for $20 per person.

The Concert

The Leighton Concert Hall in the DeBartolo Center for the Performing Arts is a
wonderful space for music, but its audience capacity of only 850 poses a problem for an
event of this sort. We have therefore initially decided to limit concert tickets to two (2)
per registered alumnus. Additional tickets will be distributed after the registration
deadline on the basis of availability; please indicate on your registration form the number
of additional concert tickets you would like if they are available, and we will do
everything possible to accommodate your request. (An additional unfortunate
circumstance of the limited capacity is that the Alumni Chorus will be performing for a
half-full house if alumni themselves use their allotted tickets; for those alums who wish
to allocate their tickets to their guests and family instead, we will set up a reception area
in the Center with refreshments and a remote audio-visual feed for the first half of the
concert.)

Football Game & National Anthem

We have obtained a block of 400 football tickets for the Notre Dame vs. Navy football
game that will take place on the Saturday of Reunion weekend. Due to the demand for
football tickets, we have limited the number of tickets to two (2) per registered alumnus.
These ticket requests will be filled on a first-come, first-served basis according to the
postmark date of registration and payment. Our allotment will be in a single block,
allowing alumni to sit together in one section. If you wish to purchase these tickets
through the Glee Club, please indicate below. If you do purchase the tickets from the
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Glee Club, it is assumed that you are not entering into the ticket lottery for the Navy
game through the University.

If you plan on singing the National Anthem with the Glee Club, you MUST have a ticket
to the game. Also, for the singing of the National Anthem, we have been asked to wear
navy blue shirts. Anything navy blue will work.

The Banquet

The banquet will be $35 per person at this year’s Reunion. Included will be dinner,
speeches and presentations, and a babysitting service to watch over the future domers that
may be with you over the weekend. There will also be a cash bar available.

The Brunch

There will be a special Mass for the Glee Club alumni and friends on Sunday morning,
after which a brunch will be held at the cost of $15 per person. Depending on travel
plans, these events may be difficult to attend for some; however, the time spent together
will be just as memorable as the earlier events in the weekend.

Hotel Accommodations

We have secured a number of hotel rooms in blocks at some local places. It is very highly
recommended that if you plan on booking a room, to do it before May, when football
ticket applications are sent out to alumni. Luckily we got them to significantly discount
the prices, and for the hotel to honor the price tell the person at the desk that you are with
the Notre Dame Glee Club Reunion. Prices are nightly rates. All hotels are within 10
minutes of campus.
